Manor hotel doors kept open thanks torAnArewSIBoIEIIe

Pendley Manor Hotel stretches nearly 1,000 years back
to the Doomsday Book, when it was confiscated in
1066 by William the Conqueror. The historic hotel was
restored to its original grandeur and re-opened in
1989, with additional features such as the Harcourt
ballroom, together with 72 large and luxurious bed-
rooms.

Andrews’ boiler specialists were drafted in to install al-
ternative equipment as quickly as possible, to avoid
any downtime while the hotel replaced their boiler as
part of the buildings refurbishment. After the initial site
survey a 500 kW boiler was craned into position and
fully installed without any complications, within
24hours of enquiry.
